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General government deficit in 2024 in relation to GDP

According to the EDP notification, in 2024 the general government deficit was equal 239 809 mln zl (6.6% of GDP), while the general government debt amounted to                2 011 840 mln zl (55.3% of GDP).

Chart 3. Total revenues and expenditures of the general government sector in % of GDP
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The revision of the general government revenues caused their decrease in years 2021-2023, respectively of 10 mln zl, 177 mln zl and 36 mln zl. The changes mainly concern transaction other current transfers. The revision of expenditures in years 2021 and2022 caused their decrease respectively of 19 mln zl and 87 mln zl. The lower expenditures were affected by transaction capital transfers. In 2023, as a result of revision, there was a increase of expenditures. The highest changes concern increased gross capital formation and decreased capital transfers.
