30,435 persons injured in accidents at work were 
reported in the first half of 2024, by 7.2% more 
than in the first half of 2023. The number of 
injured persons per 1,000 employed persons (the 
incidence rate) increased from 1.99 to 2.21. 

The number of persons 
injured in accidents at work 
and the incidence rate 
increased compared to the 
first half of 2023 

In the first half of 2024, the most victims were recorded in accidents at work with other 
effects – 30,102 persons (6.7% more than in the first half of 2023). 148 persons were injured in 
fatal accidents, while 185 persons sustained injuries in serious accidents. 134 persons were 
injured while performing remote work or telework. 

The highest incidence rate was recorded for Śląskie (3.00), Opolskie (2.68), 
Zachodniopomorskie and Warmińsko-Mazurskie (2.66 each) Voivodships, the lowest for 
Mazowieckie (1.67), Małopolskie (1.70) and Podkarpackie (1.96).

In the breakdown by types of economic activity, the highest incidence rate was recorded  
in the sections: Mining and quarrying (7.98), Water supply; sewerage, waste management 
and remediation activities (6.10) and Human health and social work activities (3.40), while 
the lowest in the sections: Information and communication (0.35), Other service activities 
(0.45) and Professional, scientific and technical activities (0.61).

The study presents information on accidents at work of persons employed in the national economy, reported in 
the relevant period excluding budgetary entities conducting activity within the scope of the national defence and 
public safety for which information on accidents at work concerns only civilian employees. 

The methodology of the survey on accidents at work is explained in more detail in the annual publication titled 
"Accidents at work", available on the website of Statistics Poland. 

The data presented in this release are preliminary. The final data covering the year 2024 will be available  
in a publication coming out in November 2025.
