In 2024, there was an increase in passenger transport by all modes, with a slight decrease 
noted only in inland waterway transport. In total, 7.6% more passengers were conveyed year-over-year. The largest increase was recorded in railway transport (by 8.8%), as well 
as in air transport (by 6.9%), in road transport (by 6.0%), and in maritime transport (by 3.0%).
