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General government deficit in 2024 in relation to GDP

According to the EDP notification, in 2024 the general government deficit was equal 236 562 mln zl (6.5% of GDP), while the general government debt amounted to                2 012 640 mln zl (55.1% of GDP). 
 

Statistics Poland presents the general government deficit and debt data for years 2021-2024 developed as part of October EDP notification.

Data regarding the deficit and debt for the years 2021-2022 have been revised compared to those previously published (in April 2025) due to an updated method of estimating social insurance contributions assessed but unlikely to be collected. Additionally, data for the years 2023–2024 have been revised due to the update of data sources and the reclassification of units into the general government sector.
Similarly as in case of deficit and debt, data on the general government revenues and expenditures for years 2021-2024 have been revised in relation to the previously published (April 2025).

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The revision of revenues in the general government sector resulted in the following changes in revenue values (caused by the update of data for social security contributions):
– 2021 – increase of 1 853 million zl,
– 2022 – increase of 2 112 million zl,
– 2023 – increase of 2 452 million zl,
– 2024 – increase of 10 384 million zl.
The expenditure review resulted in the following changes:
– 2023 – decrease of 183 million zl, 
– 2024 – increase of 7 137 million zl.
