The decrease in the average monthly wage and salary in May 2026 compared with the previous month was due to the absence or reduced scale of additional payments that had been made in the previous month, including awards and bonuses – such as quarterly, annual, incentive and discretionary payments, as well as service anniversary awards (which, in addition to basic wages and salaries, are also included among the components of wages and salaries[footnoteRef:3]). Methodological notes
The enterprise sector is part of the national economy and includes units with 10 or more employed persons, conducting business activities in the field of: forestry and logging; marine fishing; mining and quarrying; manufacturing; electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply; water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities; construction; wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles; transportation and storage; accommodation and food service activities; information and communication; real estate activities; activities of head offices; management consultancy activities; architectural and engineering activities; technical testing and analysis; advertising and market research; other professional, scientific and technical activities; administrative and support service activities; arts, entertainment and recreation; repair of computers and personal and household goods; other personal service activities[footnoteRef:4].
