

Employed persons in the national economy in Poland in January 2026
On the last day of January 2026, the population of employed persons in the national economy was 14 988.3 thousand, i.e. 0.4% fewer than on 31 January 2025. Compared with the last day of December 2025, their number decreased by 0.9%.15.0 million

Employed persons in the national economy
Among the total number of employed persons in the national economy, men constituted the majority. At the end of January 2026, their share was 52.5%. This was 0.1 percentage points (pp) lower than a year and a month earlier.

Employed persons by PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections
The structure of employed persons in the national economy by PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 section doesn’t change significantly from month to month. As at the end of January 2026, the most persons were employed in the Manufacturing section – 2 711.3 thousand, which accounted for 18.1% of the total number of employed persons in the national economy. This share was 0.2 pp smaller than at the end of January 2025. While compared with the last day of December 2025, this share was 0.1 pp larger. At the end of January 2026, the second section in terms of the number of employed persons – Trade; repair of motor vehicles∆ concentrated 2 123.6 thousand, i.e. 14.2% of the total number of employed persons – 0.3 pp fewer than a year earlier and the same as on 31 December 2025.

Among PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections[footnoteRef:2] the largest decrease in the number of the employed persons relative to 31 January 2025, was in the Agriculture, forestry and fishing section – by 4.4%. Decreases in the number of employed persons were also recorded in the Trade; repair of motor vehicles∆ and Manufacturing sections – by 2.6% and 1.6%, respectively. The number of employed persons in the Construction section also decreased – by 0.5%. Among the PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections2  the highest increase of the number of employed persons compared with 31 January 2025 occurred in the Public administration and defence; compulsory social security section – by 2.4%. The number of the employed persons also increased in sections: Education – by 2.1% and Human health and social work activities – by 1.5%. At the end of January 2026,  similarly to previous months, the Human health and social work activities section was the most feminised, while the greatest share of men was in the Mining and quarrying section

Starting from the data for January 2026, the range of tables attached to the news release has been reduced. In tables attached to this news release, for the first time the selected survey results by PKD 2025/NACE Rev. 2.1 sections were presented. During the transitional period related to the reclassification of national economic entities from PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 to PKD 2025/NACE Rev. 2.1, which lasts until 31 December 2026, the data presented in the ‘Employed persons in the national economy’ survey are, among others, based on correspondence tables between NACE Rev. 2 and NACE Rev. 2.1, available on the Eurostat website:

The data refer to employed persons in the national economy, living in Poland or abroad. Each employed person is identified once – in the main job.
Data on the employed persons in the national economy refer to persons performing work which brings them earnings (in the form of wages and salaries) or income. Among the employed persons, the following groups are included: employees, i.e. persons employed on the basis of an employment relationship (employment contract, appointment, nomination, election) or a service relationship; self-employed persons including contributing family workers; outworkers; members of farming cooperatives and clergy fulfilling priestly obligations.


In this publication symbols and abbreviated names of PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections were used marking abbreviations with a ‘Δ’ symbol. The full names can be found in the list of PKD 2007/NACE Rev. 2 sections below.
